Central, Diliman, Quezon
City, represented by its sales representative, REANA KATHLEEN V.
GO;

WHEREAS, the OVP invited Bids for the Project, “Mobile Annual Medical and
Physical Examination for CY 2020;”

WHEREAS, the Supplier was declared as the LOWEST CACULATED AND
RESPONSIVE BID in the amount of Eight Hundred Ninety-Two Thousand One
Hundred Eighty Pesos (P 892,180.00);

WHEREAS, the Notice of Award dated and it was received by

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties agree as follows:

1. In this Contract, words and expressions shall have the same meanings as are
respectively assigned to them in the Conditions of Contract referred to below.

2. The following documents shall be deemed to form and be read and construed
as part of this Contract, viz.:

(a) the Supplier's Bid (Annex A), including the Technical and Financial
Proposals, and all other documents/statements submitted (e.g. bidder’s
response to clarifications on the bid), including corrections to the bid
resulting from the Procuring Entity’s bid evaluation:

(b) the Schedule of Requirements (Annex B);

(c) the Technical Specifications (Annex C);

(d) the General Conditions of Contract (Annex D);

(e) the Special Conditions of Contract (Annex E);

() the Performance Security (Annex F); and

(9) the OVP’s Notice of Award (Annex G).
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In case of any conflict or inconsistencies between or among any of the
documents comprising this agreement, the following order of priority shall
apply: this Contract; Schedule of Requirements; Technical Specifications;
Special Conditions of Contract; General Conditions of Contract; and
Supplier's Bid.

All doubts in the implementation and interpretation of the provisions of this
Agreement shall be resolved in favor of the OVP.

In consideration of the payments to be made by the OVP to the Supplier as
hereinafter mentioned, the Supplier hereby covenants with the OVP to provide
the Services and to faithfully perform its obligations in conformity in all
respects with the provisions of the Conditions of Contract.

The OVP shall pay the Supplier the Contract Price of Eight Hundred Ninety-
Two Thousand One Hundred Eighty Pesos (P 892,180.00). Any increase
during the implementation shall comply with the terms of this Agreement and
its annexes.

The Agreement shall take effect upon receipt by the Supplier of the Notice to
Proceed and shall remain valid for three years.

The Supplier shall not at any time communicate to any person or entity any
confidential information acquired in the course of delivery of services. For this
purpose, “confidential information" means any information or knowledge
acquired by the OVP and/or its personnel arising out of, or in connection with
the performance of the services under this Contract that is not otherwise
available to the public.

The Supplier shall ensure the privacy and security of any and all confidential,
privileged, personal and/or sensitive personal information that the parties,
their officers, employees, or agents may have access to; and shall store, use,
dispose, and otherwise process the said confidential, privileged, personal
and/or sensitive personal information in accordance with Republic Act 10173
otherwise known as the "Data Privacy Act (DPA) of 2012;” its Implementing
Rules and Regulations (IRR); and applicable issuances issued by the National
Privacy Commission (NPC). Any violation of this clause and any of the
provisions of the DPA and its IRR by the Supplier shall be subject to the
corresponding sanctions, penalties, or fines under the said law without
prejudice to any other civil and/or criminal liability, as may be applicable. This
clause shall survive the termination or expiration of this agreement.

In order to guarantee the faithful performance by the Supplier of its obligations
under this Agreement, it shall post a performance security in any of the
following form: (1) Cash or Cashiers/Managers Check or Bank
Draft/Guarantee or Irrevocable Letter of Credit in the amount of at least five
percent (5%) of the contract price or (2) a surety bond at least thirty percent
(30%) of the contract price. It may be released only when the OVP issued the
Certificate of Final Acceptance and subject to the condition that the OVP has
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
